The new set of tools that the
attendees have acquired will assist them when they implement the action plans they
prepared to address key challenges in their respective companies in the most
profitable manner.

A few weeks ago, Sociability completed a feasibility study for a Business-to-
Business project regarding the production and marketing of long lasting disinfectants
less harmful to living tissue, the surfaces and the environment for the Tanzanian
health sector. The business case is looking extremely promising, and a conservative
estimate puts the number of lives saved per year by the project at 100,000. Sociability
plan to acquire a share of the ownership of the joint venture company established to
run the project.

Sociability is currently in the early stages of a project that will eliminate harmful
counterfeit medicine in East Africa, as well as establish an information technology
training institution for Tanzanian students.

In addition to these projects, Sociability is exploring the many interesting
opportunities for Bottom of the Pyramid projects in Danida partner countries.

Danida Fellowship Centre course in Public-Private Cooperation in Copenhagen,
October 18 — November 5 and December 6-17, 2010

By sharing skills, resources, and expertise, cooperation between the public and
private sectors has proven to be an efficient engine for economic development. The
objective of the PPC Course is to assist the participants in contributing effectively to
public-private cooperation for the economic development and pro-poor growth of
their countries. The course is conducted in two parts: three weeks in Denmark with
exposure visits and theory, followed by a 4-weeks break where participants work on
individual assignments in their home countries, concluded by three weeks in
Denmark concerning practical application and individual presentations (see the figure
below). The course provides participants both with an understanding of what makes
PPC work, as well as the practical tools to implement them.

For et par uger siden ferdiggjorde Sociability en forundersggelse om et Business-to-
Business projekt vedrgrende produktion og markedsfgring af langtidsvirkende
desinfektionsmiddel til den tanzaniske sundhedssektor. De nye desinfektionsmidler
vil vaere mindre skadelige for levende vav, overflader og miljget end de traditionelle.
Business casen ser yderst lovende ud, og et forsigtigt skgn anslar antallet af liv
reddet om aret ved hjelp af projektet til 100.000. Sociability har planer om at
erhverve en andel af ejerskabet til det joint venture-selskab, som er blevet oprettet for
at kgre projektet.

Sociability er i gjeblikket i de tidlige faser af et projekt, der vil fjerne skadeligt
forfalsket medicin i @stafrika, samt etablere en it-uddannelses institution for
tanzaniske studerende.

Udover disse projekter er Sociability i gang med at udforske de mange interessante
muligheder for Base of the Pyramid-projekter i Danidas partnerlande.

Danida Fellowship Centre kursus i Public-Private Cooperation i Kpbenhavn,
18,0ktober — 5. november og 6.-17. december 2010

Ved at dele feerdigheder, ressourcer og ekspertise har samarbejde mellem den
offentlige og den private sektor vist sig at vere en effektiv motor for gkonomisk
udvikling. Formalet med PPC-kurset er at hjelpe deltagerne med at bidrage effektivt
til det Offentligt-Private samarbejde om den gkonomiske udvikling og
fattigdomsorienteret vekst i deres lande. Kurset er gennemfgrt i to dele: tre uger i
Danmark med eksponerings besgg og teori, efterfulgt af en 4-uger pause, hvor
deltagerne arbejder med individuelle opgaver i deres hjemlande og afsluttet med tre
uger i Danmark om den praktiske anvendelse og individuelle praesentationer (se
nedenstdende figur). Kurset giver deltagerne savel en forstéelse af, hvordan PPC
fungerer, som de praktiske redskaber til at gennemfgre dem.
